Explanatory Note for Department of Homeland Security Report
 Following explains how the DHS ARRA Section 1609(c) NEPA information has been presented:

 1.  Non-Intrusive Inspection Systems, Customs and Border Protection – will be aggregated.  There will be a series of activities under this program, with differing forms of NEPA compliance (CE, EA, or EIS).  Form of NEPA compliance will be aggregated cumulatively and updated during each reporting period.  

2.  Tactical Communications and Radios, Customs and Border Protection – there will be one EA prepared for this entire effort.

3.  Transportation Security Administration (TSA) Explosive Detection Systems – there are two major activities under this program of funding.  The major activity of “installation and improvements to baggage conveyor systems” will occur at 16 different airports and each location is being reviewed separately, but the total number of NEPA reviews (16) is aggregated for this report on page 2.  

4.  FEMA Transit and Rail Security – this is a grant program and the number of grant applications that may need to be reviewed is currently unknown.  As applications are submitted and reviewed, the form of NEPA compliance will be aggregated cumulatively and updated during each reporting period.  

5.  FEMA Port Security – this is a grant program and the number of grant applications that may need to be reviewed is currently unknown.  As applications are submitted and reviewed, the form of NEPA compliance will be aggregated cumulatively and updated during each reporting period.

6.  FEMA Firefighter Assistance Grants – this is a grant program and the number of grant applications that may need to be reviewed is currently unknown.  As applications are submitted and reviewed, the form of NEPA compliance will be aggregated cumulatively and updated during each reporting period. 

7.  The FEMA Emergency Food and Shelter grant program is a non-discretionary activity where DHS through FEMA is simply a funds administrator to get money to a non-federally run decision making body that determines where and how funds are to be expended for disaster relief and humanitarian purposes.  NEPA does not apply because DHS has no authority to direct the use of the funds.   
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
